USE OF PERSONAL DIGITAL  DEVICES (PDD) 
 
Background  

may invade personal privacy; and may compromise academic integrity.  
 
Definition:  
 
Personal dig it al devices include, but not are restr ict ed t o mobile phones, iPads, tablet s, lapt ops, 
music player s, Vir t ual Realit y devices and port able gam e contr oller s.  
 
Procedures  
 
1.  PDDs are not to be operat ed dur ing reg ular ly scheduled inst r uct ional tim e, or dur ing any 

school sponsor ed act ivit y, such as an ass em bly or talk by a guest speak er , unless such use 
facilit at es the lear ning act ivit y as per m itt ed by the teacher.  
1.1  PDDs are to be stor ed in silent mode and only accessed wit h the perm ission of the 

teacher.  
 
2.  PDDs are not to be taken int o test or exam inat ion sett ings, unless student s have been 

given perm ission to do so.  
 
3.  PDDs are not to be used in sett ing s such as chang e room s, washr oom s or privat e 

counseling rooms that have the pot ent ial to violat e a per son’s reasonable expect at ion of 
privacy.  

 
4.  No imag es or  audio/ vide o recor ding of student s or staf f in schools or at associat ed facilit ies 

or act ivit ies are to be taken, shar ed or uploaded to school, public or privat e websit es 
wit hout the writ t en consent of the per son or per sons and/ or their par ent s, in the phot ogr aph 
or video.  

 
5.  Student s who bring PDDs to the school are expect ed to com ply wit h all par t s of 

Adm inist r at ive Procedure 350 –  Student Responsibilit ies and Rig ht s as well as the Dist r ict 
Code of Conduct and individual school Codes of Conduct . Student s who ref use to com ply 
wit h the Dist r ict ’s procedur es for use of PDDs in the school set t ing may be subj ect to 
disciplinar y measur es det ailed in the school’s rules, as well as the steps out lined in 
Adm inist r at ive Procedure 355 –  Student Suspensions.  
5.1  Principals  wi ll use prog r essive discipline ref lect ive of the ag e and mat ur it y of the 

student, any special needs, and the sever it y and freq uency of the unaccept able 
conduct .  
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6.  Principals, in consult at ion wit h staf f and appr opr iat e stak eholder s, are to for m ulat e and 

im plem ent specif ic procedur es at each school sit e.  
 
7.  PDDs are valuable elect ronic devices. The secur ity and stor ag e of these item s is the sole 

responsibilit y of the owner / user . The Distr ict assum es no responsibilit y f or the saf et y, 
secur it y, loss, repair or replacem ent of PDDs.  
7.1  PDDs which are tak en tem por ar ily from student s by teacher s or adm inistrat or s must 

be secur ely stor ed.  
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
